Discuss how they conceptualise their views on Brahman, the self, and
liberation.

. Analyse the concept of Chitta vrtti and its role in the practice of Astanga Yoga. Discuss
how the control and transformation of Chitta are essential for progressing through the
Eightfold Path of Yoga and attain ultimate liberation.

. Examine the principles of Syadvada and Anekantavada in Jainism. How do these
concepts shape Jain philosophy’s understanding of truth and reality? Evaluate the
importance of these doctrines for promoting a many-sided view of knowledge and
