Course Title: HISTORY OF INDIA - | (FROM PRE-HISTORY TO 7TH CENTURY CE)

Two sets of assignments are given for each course, the first set is descriptive and the second set is
analytical. Each set of Assignments will consist of 5 (five) questions and learners shall choose any

one from each set. Each Assignment carries 15 marks.

SET 1 - Descriptive Type Assignment

1. Discuss the key technological advancements that emerged during the Neolithic Revolution,
such as the development of agriculture, domestication of animals, the invention of the wheel,
and the making of tools and pottery. Analyse how the transition from hunter-gatherer societies

to agriculture-based communities influenced various aspects of human life.

2. Examine the role of archaeology in understanding human history. Mention the importance of
material remains as primary sources for reconstructing past societies. Discuss the various
approaches and methodologies used by archaeologists to uncover and interpret material
remains from the past. Mention excavation techniques, dating methods, analysis of artefacts,

and interpretation of archaeological contexts.

Provide a detailed overview of key Harappan sites, such as Mohenjo-Daro, Harappa,
Dholavira, Lothal, and Kalibangan. Assess the unique characteristics of each site, including

urban planning, architecture, artefacts, and their role in the Harappan civilization.

Discuss the key differences in the nature of the Vedic and Later Vedic Cultures, focusing on
aspects such as religion, society, economy, and politics. Explain the emergence of the varna

system and the shift to agriculture during this period.

Examine how the Mahajanapadas transitioned from tribal societies to complex political
entities. Discuss the roles of rulers, assemblies, and territorial expansion in this

transformation, providing critical analysis and supporting your arguments with evidence.

Analyse the
social, cultural, and religious impacts of the movement, and compare the similarities and

differences in how it influenced these two regions.

Describe the historical, cultural, political, and economic factors that contribute to the
characterisation of the Gupta period as India's 'Golden Age.' Include the historiographical

debate surrounding this characterisation.
